PETITION TO
AMEND CC&Rs

Pursuant to Civil Code Section 4275, Vista La Jolla
Townhome’s legal counsel, Epsten Grinnell & Howell, is
preparing a petition to seek approval by the court, of an
amendment to the CC&Rs, lowering the approval amount
for future amendments
and updating lender
approval requirements.
Section 4275 provides
a way for Associations
that have a super-
majority approval for
amendment of their
CC&Rs to petition the
court for approval of an amendment when it failed to
achieve a super-majority requirement. An Association may
file a petition when it has held a proper vote on the
amendment and has achieved approval of at least a
majority of the homeowners (50%).

Your declaration currently requires a 75% vote of all
members. That means that anyone who does not vote is
effectively a negative vote. Under this petition for the
revision, an amendment will require a simple majority of
members.
